Local Development Framework – This is on hold at the moment whilst the Elections take place. This has taken over from the Local Plan and is a very important document in Planning terms

Litter Picking on Highways – SODC have spent a lot of time reviewing this issue. There have been many crews litter picking and they have been working weekdays and weekends to address this. It is a very expensive and very hard to keep the verges litter free. Rodney Mann said that if anyone sees any vehicles losing paper eg skips etc do report the registration number to SODC.
Grants – The deadline for applications is soon. Rodney Mann stated that he was not aware of any applications in from any organisation in Watlington. The Clerk stated that she was unware of any.

Election – The Count is likely to be the next morning rather than on the evening of the 6th May . This will be the decision of the Returning Officer. The Count is made much more complicated by the number of postal votes.

This meeting took place prior to the Strategy Committee meeting. The only item on the agenda was the fitness equipment. It was resolved to allocate £1894.20 from the unspent main Play Equipment Project to this project.

B: PLANNING – 6/4/2010 – David Tindale

Resolved: That the minutes be accepted by Council.


There was one contentious application – that of 52a Couching Street. The Planning Committee objected on the grounds of inappropriate materials and incongruous with adjacent windows on a listed building in the Conservation Area.

Polytunnel in Christmas Common – A close eye has been kept on this and the latest report from the SODC Enforcement Officer is that it has to be removed by the end of May by the owner. If he does not remove it then SODC will and invoice the owner.

The Gander Land (land adjacent to East End House, Shirburn Street) – This area has been completely cleared by the owners. SODC are aware of the action by the landowner and they have stated that there were no significant trees on this land that the owner is within his rights to do this. However it was noted that the recent work has changed the appearance of this area.

C: STRATEGY – 23/3/2010

New Fitness Equipment – Resolution from Strategy

Resolved: Subject to the Trim Trail equipment having notices of how to use, the equipment be ordered and subject to having the cost of moving the goal posts on the five a side pitch, that we allocate £1894.20 from the unspent allocation for the Play Equipment Project to the Outdoor Fitness Project. That the fitness equipment be placed on part of the 5 a side pitch and the goal posts re-sited.  
Tony Williamson stated that regarding the resiting of the 5 a side goal posts we must pay for these to be installed properly in the new location.

There is a 5 year plan which was drawn up by the Sport Club. There is an annual meeting with the Football Foundation. It is likely that we will need to attend annual meetings until the Sports Club achieves ‘Charter Status’. This issue will be discussed at the next Pavilion Committee meeting.
G:  BRITAIN IN BLOOM – Ian Hill
There has been no recent meeting. After discussion it has been agreed that we re-launch this as we believe not all who were interested in this issue from the Watlington Speaks survey were contacted. There will be a meeting arranged, provisionally for the 28th April which will be an informal evening with discussion, a presentation by Pete Thomas, Chairman of Thames and Chiltern in Bloom Committee and refreshments. The Chairman, Roger Beattie and the Clerk to organise this. It would be good if there were some Councillors present.

Letter No 433 – Mouchel  re future of 33 High Street (previously Age Concern). Tony Williamson stated that this was a badly written letter and he has spoken to Greg Stacey from OCC regarding this. However the letter states that they are looking to see if there is any local voluntary organisation who would like to take over the lease. They have asked to have any interest reported back to them by the 7th May. It was agreed that it is important that we try to alert any organisation who may be interested in this building. The County Council is the Trustee of this building which was part of the Charlotte Coxe legacy and was left for the benefit of the people of Watlington.

Letter No 440 – Sandra Griffiths re keys to pavilion being given out by WPC to a local organisation who hires the building on a weekly basis 


It was noted that there are a number of errors in this letter. SG states that WPC have overridden the Pavilion Committee, however if the Pavilion recommendation from their meeting in Jan 2010 had been followed, the keys would have already been in the possession of the local organisation. The keys were given to the Youth Club leader following an OCC Health and Safety inspection which is why the Full Council Resolution at the March 2010 was passed. It was noted that the Toddler Group has a key to the front door, although not a fob. However they still need to have the building unlocked for them.

The letter states that a Call Out charge would be incurred if the alarm went off, however this is no longer the case as the alarm can be set remotely.


Discussion had taken place on having another lock on the changing rooms, but this was dismissed as all Sport Club key holders would need to be issued with a new key which would be expensive.


It was noted that at no point does the letter ask for the keys to be taken back. It was agreed that the Parish Council need to comply with the County Council’s Health and Safety policy.  The question was asked why they would be more likely to set off the alarm then anyone else. It was noted that the Parish Council are responsible for the Pavilion but they delegated the day to day running to the Sports Field and Pavilion Committee. 

Resolved: That Council stick to their resolution regarding the issue of giving a 

set of keys to the Youth Club Leader. That a letter be sent back to Sandra Griffiths listing the above points and that Ian Hill to speak to the Chairman of the Youth Committee, Robin Holmes-Smith.
