Matters arising from the Minutes
Wheelie Bins in Church Hall Car Park (Minute 21/10 refers).Tony Williamson reported that Verdant puts the bins from Prospect Place in the Church Hall Car Park. It needs to be made clear to them that this is private land. Usually refuse is picked up from the nearest point on the public highway. Tony Williamson reported that he has been dealing with this issue direct with Rodney Mann.
Youth Club Café (Minute 26/10 refers) Roger Beattie reported that there has been some objections to the location agreed for this at the Full Council Meeting held on 9/2/10. This will now come back to a Strategy Meeting with an alternative location to be looked at.

District Councillors Report – Angie Paterson/Rodney Mann
Budget – There will be no increase to the District Council’s portion of the budget.
Dog Bins – Parish and Town Councils were recently sent invoices, for dog bin emptying services. Several parishes queried these invoices, which after investigation were found to be incorrect. The cost of £38.87 per bin, per annum is actually lower than previously charged. The dog bin emptying service is part of the Verdant contract. All bins will be emptied at least once a week but if necessary will be emptied more frequently. All Parish and Town Councils have been sent an apology and where necessary invoices will be credited and the correct invoices will sent out shortly.

Refuse/Recycling Bags – At present only properties that can not have wheelie bins are issued with these on a 6 monthly basis.  However Angie Paterson to check with Verdant when they will next be issued as some people have not had them delivered for more than 6 months.
Lewknor Park and Ride –The latest situation is that there will not be a Park and Ride at Lewknor in the foreseeable future. Money is being put into the Thornhill Park and Ride. Bucks County Council are considering putting a Park and Ride at Junction 4 or 5. There are no details on this as yet but if this happened it could be that Stagecoach would no longer stop at Junction 6. People are constantly writing to SODC saying that they have to park in the mud at Junction 6 – but the current parking is still a very contentious issue in Lewknor. Rodney Mann and Angie Paterson have advised Lewknor to conduct some parish research on the views of their residents on parking in this location.
Recyling and Refuse Sacks – Rhian Woods asked if it is possible to purchase these as sometimes people have more rubbish/recycling than will fit in the wheelie bins. SODC are encouraging people to recycle as much as possible and therefore extra recycling will be collected. However as regards landfill rubbish, no more will be taken from a property than will fit into the wheelie bin as they are encouraging people not to increase their landfill. Fines will be coming to the County next year as they are putting too much rubbish into landfill. Angie Paterson will check into the issue of purchasing bags for extra rubbish but does not think this will be deemed appropriate with regard to the fact that the District is encouraging less landfill.
