3.  Declarations of Interest – None
4.  Minutes of 38th meeting held on Monday 25th January 2010  were agreed.

5. Football issues – 

a) Progress towards Charter Standard (5a) Mick reported that one of Leighton’s team has Charter Standard Level 1, and so thee is no urgency for Leighton to qualify. However Rod needs to qualify and intends to. Mick was asked to find out his programme for qualification. Mick
b) CRB – Roger said new regulations had arrived. He would report Roger


6. Cricket issues
c) Teams playing in 2010 – 1st and 2nd week-end teams and Wednesday evening team
d)  Pattern of use of pavilion and field – in addition to matches, tdhere is practice 1 night a week.  The Club uses nets at Icknield Community College, which plays matches on the Sports Field square.
7. Pavilion building issues
e) Extension of rail in social room (Minute 6a) – no progress Tony Y
f) Automatic ignition system for hot water (Minute 6b) – Roger to get prices so that boilers can be started after any power cut.
g) Hot water – agreed to reduce temperature to 50%  Barry
h) Provision of storage cupboard (Minute 6c) – defer.
i) Yale lock had been installed
j) Health and Safety (6e)  report has been received
i. The Parish Council decided that the Youth Centre Manager should have a full set of keys. Sports Club members considered that the Committee should have been consulted first; Barrie and Tony pointed out that the decision of 25 January had not been implemented.
ii. Emergency Notice had been posted.
iii. PAT testing is required on all equipment brought into the building by users.

iv. Coke machines would  be taken to Redbridge by Roger with £26+VAT paid by Sports Club
k) Dishwasher (6f) is now working.
l) Re-setting alarm (6g) – Barry had spoken to the ADT engineer, who said that the system canbe re-set remotely by telephoning ADT who will provide a code number for re-setting.
m) List of people who have keys to pavilion – for the Parish Council these are Roger, Barry and the Parish Office; for the Sports Club they are Sandra and others on a list held by Kristina.
n) Electrics – agreed for Neil Campbell to investigate 2 outside lights and some switches  Barry
o) Storage in No 2 Ref Changing Room was agreed

p) Cleanliness – Tony noted that the shower rooms of changing rooms 3 & 4 were muddy, that enamel had worn off one basin resulting from taps dripping, and that toilets in changing room 3 or 4 were very stained. There was discussion about the need for the social area floor to be clean for letting.

q) Changing room doors insides had rotted through wet; agreed to take half inch off them and insert brushes  Barry
8. Site issues

a) Planning applications (6h) would be prepared for a portocabin, to be placed between trees, WC, services for both, and for outside store. No action would be taken towards purchase or installation without  further discussion in Pavilion Committee. Arrangements would be needed for re-charge of costs

b) Football Foundation agreement (6h) had been checked by Tony, who would provide a note on its implications (attached below).
9. Sports Field
a) Dog dirt on pitches (Minute 7a) – PCSO has authority from SODC to deal with dog-fouling on Council-owned and Council-leased land.  Agreed to ask the PCSO to visit – particularly between 8 and 9am.
b) Litter – Roger reported that a lady, who has moving into Love Lane, has picked up several sacks of litter on the sports field.
c) Sports field rent – Tony reported on the negotiations.


10. Signage
a) Match Notice board (Minute 8a)  not progress Roger
b) Notice re hall letting had been erected and was thought to be well placed.
11. Finance
a) No accounts were available and it was not know if the £1000 repayment had been made to Parish Council

b) There would be no gas refund,
c) The January Southern Electric showed £270 in credit; it was agreed that this should be mentioned with the end of year accounts.
12. Building letting issues
a) Lettings information – Sandra said this had been provided for the Parish Office.  
b) Regular bookings ​ The Sports Club use the pavilion on Wednesday and Friday evenings and all day Saturday and Sunday, unless they give up some time – eg for children’s parties. The Youth Club takes place on Tuesday evenings, a play-group on Wednesday mornings, and U3A on Tuesday afternoons once a month.
13. Annual Report – draft, prepared by Malcolm and Tony, was agreed subject to it not  including the new rent, unless this had been  agreed, but including reference to Southern Electric credit.

Terms and Conditions of Football Foundation grant

1. The Football Foundation grant of £256,000 to the Watlington Parish Council was agreed on 15 August 2003. The “clawback period lasts for 21 years from that date and could result in the need to repay the grant if changes have been made without the prior agreement of the Football Foundation.  

2. Changes for which the Parish Council require prior written consent from the Football Foundation include –

2.1. Management arrangements

2.2. Purpose, which was set out in the application to include –

2.2.1. Expansion of youth football to enter 2 teams in 2 age groups in 2004 and further expansion in 2005
2.2.2. Maintain the present 3 adult teams

2.2.3. Introduce a 4th in 2004

2.2.4. Introduce a female team in 2005

2.2.5. Recruiting new players through schools and local advertisements

2.2.6. Encouraging attendance at mid-week training sessions, and

2.2.7. Using the club room for coaching and social facilities.
2.3. Any sale, lease or ceasing to use the pavilion for the purposes approved by the Foundation


3. The Parish Council agreed to use its best endeavours to manage and operate the pavilion and sports field in accordance with the aims, objectives, targets and timescales set out in the Football Development Plan and the Business & Management Plan.


4. Until the expiry of the clawback period the Parish Council must

4.1. Ensure that fees and charges for the use of the pavilion and sports field do not increase beyond the Retail Price index as at 15/8/2003

4.2. maintain the pavilion and sports field are in good repair and condition
4.3. decorate internal and external parts of the pavilion as deemed necessary by the Foundation.

4.4. maintain comprehensive insurance of the pavilion from reputable insurers for its full replacement value.

4.5. make appropriate provision for use and enjoyment of the pavilion by people with disabilities

4.6. ensure that noone is denied access to the pavilion or sports field on grounds of disability, race, creed, colour, sex, occupation, sexual orientation, religion or political persuasion

4.7. comply with statutory requirements including health and safety, child protection, and other regulations.

4.8. Maintain internal and external signs indicating the grant from the Football Foundation

4.9. Acknowledge the support of the Foundation in all annual reports and accounts, materials referring to the pavilion, and all written and spoken public presentations about the pavilion.

4.10. Cooperate with and provide requested information for monitoring by the Foundation

4.11. Have its accounts externally audited and sent to the Football Foundation within 10 months of the year end.
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
