1. Present - Sports Club members - Malcolm Hoskins, Mick Lloyd, Tony Yeulett

2.  Apologies - Sandra Griffiths
3.  Declarations of Interest – Roger raised the issue of conflict of interest as Tony is involved with Pavilion, Town Hall and Church Hall, and Roger with Pavilion and Town Hall. Tony pointed out that he has no involvement with lettings in any of the halls.
4.  Minutes of 37th meeting held on Monday 16th November 2009  were agreed.

5. Football issues – 
a. Progress towards Charter Standard –  Mick said that Rod and Leighton, as managers of the youth teams, needed to attain Level 1; they have the application forms and are keen to complete the 30 hours training, although it is in either Chipping Norton or Carterton.
b. Football teams playing in 2009-2010 season –  no change - Under 13, Under 14, 2 men’s Saturday teams, 1 Chalgrove team on Sundays, a Veteran’s side registered as a Watlington team playing in week-day floodlit league and so not playing in Watlington 
c. The pitch played well on Saturday for the first games since mid-December – two Men’s matches on Saturday and two Youth games on Sunday.

b) Automatic ignition system for hot water (Minute 6b) – Leighton Greenslade has told Roger that improvements are possible. Roger will get prices.
c) Provision of storage cupboard (Minute 6c) –  Roger
d) Yale Lock (10b) – it was agreed at the last meeting to install so that users could shut the door without security Barry.
e) Health and Safety (6d) – OCC had written a Monitoring Report, in view of the Youth Club use; the issues for this Committee were -
i. Plant Room needs clearing, except for tables – this has been done
ii. Kitchen bleach needs removing, other materials reduced – these have been removed from the kitchen and will be removed from the building. 
iii. 1st Aid box will be fixed
iv. Request for keys for Youth Centre Manager – agreed to let Bo have Yale Lock and main door grill keys  Barry
v. Emergency Notice – is included on booking form; it was agreed to post a notice TonyW
vi. Chair storage – not more than 5 high & not in Disabled WC - agreed
vii. Recording dates of monthly Emergency Light tests in book – is being done
viii. Nothing to be stored in disabled toilet – agreed

ix. PAT tests to be carried out on all new portable electrical equipment used by the Youth Club, and annually for all – agreed

x. 2 large Coke machines need to be removed Roger
f) Dishwasher not working – Barry would check

g) Re-setting alarm had been agreed when ADT contract was set up; it now appeared that this might not be possible; Barry & Roger to meet ADT on site

h) Youth Club Proposed Portocabin was explained by Roger
