P10/E0032/0 (Outline) 61 Britwell Road, Watlington


Demolition of bungalow and the erection of 5 houses with vehicular access.


OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS
· The increase in proposed density at the edge of the settlement on land adjacent to open countryside is contrary to SODC Local Plan policies, G1, G2, G3 and H6, and national planning statements PPS1, PPS3 and PPS7.
· It would detrimentally affect the special character of the Chilterns AONB, contrary to SODC Local Plan policies G2, G4, C2, C4 and H6 and national planning policy statements PPS1, PPS3, and PPS7.

· The likely increased light pollution within the AONB would be contrary to SODC Local Plan policy EP3.

· A lack of evidence to satisfy highways requirements would be contrary to SODC Local Plan policies G2, R8, T1,T2, H4 and national planning policy statements/guidance PP1, PPS3 and PPG13.
· The height and scale of all of the proposed dwellings and the resultant detrimental impact on the character of this area of Britwell Road are all contrary to SODC Local Plan policy H4.

· The effect of the proposed development on the character and appearance of the , on the edge of the Chilterns Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

· Whether a planning obligation to secure local services and infrastructure, incorporating education, library, waste management, museum resource centre and social and health care is necessary.

It was agreed to ask our District Councillors to bring this application to the SODC Committee if the Officer Recommendation is to approve this application.

P10/E0138 10 Gorwell, Watlington


Erection of a two storey side extension with an attic store and a single storey rear extension.


OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS

Overbearing due to proximity to boundary, unneighbourly, we query the claims on the proposed parking and the width of the proposed garage.

P10/E0149 15 Spring Lane, Watlington


Remove existing concrete garage and replace with a new garage and store.
