Play Equipment Project at Recreation Ground

Angie Paterson and Rhian Woods met earlier in the week to go through the presentation to SODC as part of the grant application for the Recreation Ground Project. One aspect that will be questioned  is the likelihood of realising the additional funds needed to secure the project.  

With the money from the Filming (£1650) and the £1000 no longer needed for the Church Hall scheme the following recommendation was agreed.
