A: FINANCE – There has been no meeting
B: PLANNING – 5th August 2008 and 2nd September  2008 – Rhian Woods
P08/E0598 17 -35 Pauls Way Watlington. Provision of 11 offstreet parking spaces including two disabled spaces, for existing residents at 17-35 Pauls Way Watlington.
Rhian Woods explained that the committee discussed this at length before coming to a decision of Objection which was agreed to be:
Detrimental to a very attractive green open space for nominal amount of parking gain.  Significant trees omitted from plans. Scheme would have a significant impact on these important trees.

Tony Williamson stated that SOHA and the residents of these properties have a real issue with parking and just because parking was not installed when these properties were built does not mean that they should not have any now.

It was noted that the main problem is probably school parking – Angie Paterson said that there may be a wider issue that needs to be picked up on in the future. 

Resolved:  That some research is done on this issue and then this issue be brought to the Strategy Committee for discussion.

P08/E0791/LD Britwell Hill Farm Britwell Salome- Application seeking a Lawful Development Certificate for : Use of agricultural land as an extension to residential garden. The Planning Committee objected to this.
We had to ask SODC to be consulted on this as it is not in our parish even though we were consulted on their previous planning application which we objected to and we note this application has now gone to Appeal

P08/E0750 Land south of Northend Road, Christmas Common (in the parish of Watlington)Erection of lambing shed. 

The application was for a much more prominent structure and the committee objected to this application.

C: STRATEGY- 15th July 2008 – Angie Paterson

Grants – Deadline extended to the 7th October.

Spring Lane/Ingham Lane – There has been an order put in by OCC to temporarily patch this area and an order for it to be resurfaced in the future.
Willow Hedge – Nigel Adams has given his views on this and will be part of the discussion at Strategy when Paddock Maintenance is discussed.
Draft New Traffic Order for Watlington – This has been received from OCC. The Clerk to email this to all Councillors.
Alternative Car Park Notices – Roger Beattie stated that we have found a method of colour printing onto metal and will look into having these signs made on metal. It was noted that we could only put on the Recreation Ground car park and not the Church Hall car park as we only have permission at the moment until January 09.

Sheds – There will be installed shortly.

The Library
It is hoped that the architectural drawings will be completed in mid September, with tenders going out in October. The aim is for the contract to start in January and to be completed in 9 months.  

Pictorial Guide of St Leonards
A new pictorial guide of St Leonard's is to be launched by Sir Hugo Brunner in St Leonard's on Friday 7th November 2008 at 8pm. 

This "Pictorial Guide" will have brief explanations of each part of the building, inside and outside, with pictures to show exactly which feature is being described. The 100 pictures and explanations will be printed on 10 laminated double sided A4 sheets, which visitors can carry round the church. 

The Rector and Church Wardens will be inviting all Parish Councillors, representatives of all Watlington's organisations and others to come to St Leonard's for a glass of wine and nibbles from 7.30pm on Friday 7th November.

The new "Pictorial Guide" will be available for members of the public to take round the church from 8th November onwards. The Church will continue to be open for visitors during the hours of daylight every day of the year.

Guided tours of Watlington town
