3. Declarations of interest - none


4. Minutes of 15th Meeting held on Thursday 9th February 2006  were agreed.


5. Progress –   major items
5.1. Letter for Mike Smith dated 28 February 2006 with Certificate of Practical Completion dated 18 October 2005 was noted.

5.2. Letter from Mike Smith to Heathpark, dated 13 March, was noted. The letter contained a copy of the letter from Altro re the shower floor, the defects list issued at time of practical completion on 4 August 2005 and the list tabled by the Sports Club on the same date.  It was agreed that Phil Jackson would ask Mike Smith what progress has been made

5.3. Provision of O & M Manual of drawings, circuits, sub-contractors etc – no progress

5.4. No 2 shower floor – no progress


6. Progress –  lesser items
6.1. doors scratching on the floor – put right by Sports Club

6.2. seal around electrical intake – no progress

6.3. flashing around ventilator – no progress

6.4. bar light hanging loose – no progress

6.5. soffits above window openings – no progress

6.6. warped window in hall – Paul Johnson of “Fusion Timber Frames” had contacted Phil Jackson and offered to replace the window. Phil would contact him.

6.7. barrel bolt on double exit door to hall – no progress

6.8. disabled seat on wall in shower – no progress


7. Premises Licence – 

7.1. On 16-2-06 Phil reported a conversation with Colin Gibbons at SODC

7.1.1. Entertainment (Music, plays, magicians, bouncy castle, disco's etc) -all events are covered by the "premises" part of the current licence.
7.1.2. Bar activity -Currently the "Club" nature of the bar licence precludes sales to predominantly non club members when the event results from a letting of the pavilion - even though it is a sports club member operating the bar.
7.1.3. If the constitution and rules of the sports club were changed to include something like "when an event takes place in the pavilion with sports staff managing the bar the attendees are deemed to be guests of the sports club" -and these revised rules were deposited with SODC then all activities in the club, where sales of alcohol are managed by sports club staff would be covered.
7.2. the Sports Club has agreed to change, has changed its rules, and sent a copy of its decision to SODC this week. No response has been received yet.

8. Finance – Construction costs and income – report dated 5 April was tabled. It was noted that a further payment from Football Foundation was expected, but SODC would not pay any more until the landscaping was completed.

9. Finance – Revenue –

9.1.  accounts were tabled showing the balance as £1,508.70. It was agreed to defer repayment of £1,000 loan to Parish Council until the next meeting, when the first gas bill (promised within 28 days) should have been received.

9.2. security payment invoices had been checked by Sandra with Kristina


10. Lettings

10.1. Youth Club – storage container has been moved

10.2. Other – it was agreed to consider the type of letting agreement in use for the Town Hall and being prepared for the Church Hall.


11. Recreation Ground – lighting had been discussed by Kristina with Roger Davis. It seemed that either the old gas light standards or modern smaller ones would be acceptable. The Parish Council Environment Committee would consider this after Easter.


12. Risk Analysis – Barry said this was being progressed.

13. Annual Report – 
13.1. Procedural and financial aspects in Tony’s draft was agreed.

13.2. Football Development Plan was tabled by the Sports Club

13.3. both will be submitted to the Annual Parish Council Public Meeting on 27 April

14. Window Cleaning – a letter had been received by Sandra Griffiths from Jack Taylor Ltd.  It was agreed to accept their offer of free cleaning externally every two months and internally twice a year.

15. Landscaping – Kristina to be asked to inform Sandra when the circuit was to be constructed, so that the landscaping could be carried out soon afterwards.

16. Refuse – it was agreed that the Parish Council should consider building a pen, adjacent to the storage container, for storage of pavilion and parish council refuse sacks.

17. Rubbish skip – it was agreed that the Sports Club and Parish Council would cooperate to clear rubbish from the  site into a skip.  Kristina to coordinate this with Sandra.
