OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS
1. Loss of business premises and employment opportunities.
2. Unsuitable for vehicular access.

3. No space for parking provision without blocking established right of way.

4. No turning space – would force motorist to reverse into the High Street.

5. We have reason to believe that there is an established access to a number of properties and facilities including an electric sub-station which would be obstructed by any parked vehicle.

6. Loss of amenity because of extended hours of occupation to the adjacent properties particularly 24b and access to 24a/24b and 28 High Street.

It was agreed to ask the District Councillor to take this to committee if the officer recommendation is to approve.  A member of the Parish Council would speak against this application if it were to go to Committee.
